The
students will just see four colored boxes on their screen where
they click one to submit their answer (red, yellow, blue, and green
are like A, B, C, D for a multiple choice question).

. A scoreboard generates between each question to show where

everyone ranks with points; just this as an opportunity to coach
monitoring / defeating the D.O.F, size of the problem / size of the
reaction, flexible thinking, or brain filters, depending on their
learning
